You may remember the recent case of a local woman who responded to a “work at home” opportunity where she 
would accept payments from the customers of a business, deposit the checks, deduct her generous commissions, and 
then wire the balance elsewhere. 
 
Recently, in my High Tech Crime Consortium (HTCC) listserv, an investigator posted the following inquiry 
(redacted): “Is anyone working a case involving a fraudulent check from XXX Bank on the account of YYY Finan-
cial Trust Company, a supposed winner of a drawing scam. My victim received this letter and check, deposited it 
and XXX BANK told her it was good so they put the money in her account. Turns out it was not. She of course was 
told to wire “taxes” in the amount of $4425.00 to a subject XXXXX in Houston, Texas, but the money gram was 
picked up in XXXXX.” 
 
Recently, (October 3), the Reuters news service ran a story “Spam-scam crackdown nets $2 billion in fake checks”. 
The story goes on to explain, “An international crackdown on Internet financial scams this year has yielded more 
than $2.1 billion in seized fake checks and 77 arrests in the Netherlands, Nigeria and Canada, U.S. and other authori-
ties said on Wednesday.  
 
The scammers, often West African organized crime groups, use ploys such as “spam” e-mail offering to pay recipi-
ents "processing fees" for depositing checks, which later turn out to be phony, and sending the ostensible proceeds to 
the scammer, authorities said.”  
 
Demonstrating how prevalent this scam is, the Reuters article goes on to say, “Two-thirds of Americans said they 
received at least one potential scam contact per week, and 18 percent said they or a family member had fallen for 
one, in a survey conducted for an alliance of banks, consumer groups and the U.S. Postal Service. Grant said com-
plaints to her group about fake checks have risen 60 percent this year, and the average victim loses about $3,000 to 
$4,000”.  
 
In a parallel news story at FoxNews.com (October 3), “Postal Service Declares War on Nigerian Scam”, in discuss-
ing the same seizure writes, “So far this year, an average of more than 800 people a month have filed complaints 
about such scams. Hoping to stem the losses, the U.S. Postal Inspection Service announced an international crack-
down Wednesday in which more than 540,000 fake checks with a face value of $2.1 billion have been seized.” The 
financial and emotional impact of being a victim can be disabling, “Retired people have lost their nest eggs and 
young families have been defrauded of their savings for a home.” 
 
If 800 people a month report losses to the Postal Inspector, one may wonder how many other victims are too 
ashamed or embarrassed to report the crime which victimized them. 
 
You may have noticed some TV commercials warning about these scams, another indication of the degree of the 
threat. The commercials are promoting a consumer education website fakechecks.org, a creation of the National 
Consumers League, and sponsored by groups such as the American Bankers Association, American Express, Capital 
One, JP Morgan Chase, Visa, Western Union, and the United States Postal Inspection Service. The meat of the web-

site is a curt warning that says, “There is no legitimate reason why anyone would give you a check or money order 
and ask you to wire money in return.” 
 
The major types of scams that use these methods are foreign business offers, rental schemes, love losses, sudden 
riches, overpayment, and work at home scams. The common thread in all of these is that in response to an email, 
phone call, or letter, the victim received certified or cashiers’ checks, or money orders, and was directed to deposit 
them in their personal bank accounts.  
 
Immediately after depositing the instruments, the victim was directed to deduct his commission or fee, and then wire 
the proffered balance (often via Western Union) to the crook. The checks and money orders would bounce as they 
were typically counterfeit, forged, or otherwise phony, leaving the victim with the financial loss for the amounts 
wired to the crook. The proceeds of the wired funds are often picked up overseas, and not at the address stated in the 
original offer. 
 
Many of us have received the ubiquitous Nigerian 419 scam from the relative of some oil minister who was killed in 
a plane crash, and the widow needs help in investing the money. In the original scam, still circulating by the mil-
lions, the victim is to wire money to Nigeria or some “barrister” in London in order to pay the taxes and fees to re-
lease the funds, for which the victim is to receive a generous commission.  
 
In a new iteration of the scheme, the victim receives an email or letter that alleges that the crook claims to have a 
check which can be used to pay the taxes and fees, and in exchange for depositing the check and wiring the net pro-
ceeds to a third party, the victim can withhold a generous commission. Of course, the check is worthless. 
 
In another version, also distributed in the millions, the victim receives an email, letter, or fax claiming that they have 
won an international lottery. In the past, the victim had to come up with the taxes and fees on his own, and wire the 
money to the crook in order to collect the winnings. Now the scheme sends the victim an authentic looking check 
which is to be used to pay the foreign taxes and fees on the prize winnings. The victim deposits the check, which 
may also include a small percentage of his winnings, and wires the taxes and fees to a third party. The check 
bounces, and the victim is out the proceeds, often in the $3000 to $4000 range. 
 
I have actually had students who advertised their cars online, and received a call or email from a barrister in London 
representing a client who wanted to buy the car for the full asking price. They would then overnight a certified check 
to the seller for more than the selling price of the car, and ask the seller to wire the balance back to London, some-
times after deducting a generous fee or bonus. A bonded courier will be by to pick up the car. Of course there is no 
courier, and the check is no good, leaving the seller with his car plus a several thousand dollar loss. 
 
Another student recently brought me an email where she could make hundreds of dollars a week by accepting 
checks and money orders from a seller that needed an American presence, asking her to deduct her 20% commis-
sion, and then wiring the proceeds to some distant place. The scam is obvious. 
 
Greed and gullibility can affect all races and religions. The website fakechecks.org may provide a valuable warning 
to those who might fall victim. If the Postal Service can seize 540,000 fake checks worth $2.1 billion, one may won-
der how many were not seized, and made it to the victims. One can only wonder how much more was lost by the 
victims, often those who can least afford it.

Download the free 7.3 iTunes program from www.apple.com/itunes/ and install. Now, all you need is an mp3 
player, and you’re all set to download podcasts and listen to them on the go. 

 
When you first open iTunes, click on the “Podcast Directory” at the bottom next to “Report a Concern.” That ac-
tually takes you to the Apple Store. In the upper left corner is a magnifying glass and a space to search for a word 
or phrase. Type in “computer.” The Apple logo in the top center area changes to a candy cane-striped bar as it 
searches. The bar will turn solid and display the results: Name, Time, Artist, Album, Price, Popularity and Genre.  

 
Next to the name is a grayed-out circle with an arrow in it. This leads to more information about the podcast. It 
includes a description, user reviews, a list of the last 20 podcasts and a list of 5 “Listerners also subscribed to.”  

 
Headings are sortable by clicking on them, so if you click on Price, all the free ones appear at the top. 

 
Some of the stuff is pretty explicit, that’s why they call it the “wild, wild web.” Podcasts are labeled “clean,” 
“explicit,” or blank which means the rating hasn’t been determined. 

 
I look to see how often and consistently the podcast occurs (some really good ones haven’t been updated since 
2006), check customer comments, and the “Also subscribed to” list. 

 
If you want to subscribe, simply click on the “subscribe” button. To go back where you were, under the Apple 
logo on the left is a small button with a left pointing twirly. Click on this to get back. 
 
After downloading podcasts, connect your mp3 player to a USB cable and right click on the file. Select “Send to” 
and click on the drive letter of the mp3 player to transfer podcasts to it from your computer.  
 
Besides the iTunes Podcast Directory, you can find podcasts of Computer America shows at 
www.businesstalkradio.net/weekday_ host/Archives/cc.shtml and National Public Radio at www.npr.org/rss/
podcast/podcast_directory.php. 
 
There are even locally-produced user group podcasts. The Los Angeles Computer Society has podcasts of their 
main meetings at www.lacspc.org/podcast/Archive.html 
 
You don’t have to have an mp3 player to listen to podcasts, though. If you left-click on the mp3 title, it plays right 
in your browser. Or, if you right-click on the title, select “Save Link As,” and you can save it to a directory on 
your computer.   
 
Besides playing podcasts in mp3 players and browsers, mp3 files on your hard drive can be burned to a CD. 
Then, you can play them in your car. Just burn them as a music CD instead of a data CD.

If you guessed “G,” good for you. All of the above names refer to UFDs or “USB Flash Drives.” USB, of course, 
refers to those little rectangular ports you can find (although there never seems to be enough of them) on the back 
and front of most computers. So what is a UFD? You see them connected to people's key chains, hanging around 
necks on a cord and stuck in pockets and purses! Simply put, a UFD is a really convenient data storage device. 
Think of a one-gigabyte UFD as being 694 floppy disks all packed into a two-inch long by 1/2-inch wide package. 
 
UFDs are data storage devices that have replaced CDs, floppies and other methods of carrying data from computer 
to computer. Plug one into a USB port on any computer, and you can read and write files on it. It is now the method 
of choice for transporting data that you need often. 
 
In fact, there is a special class of UFDs called U3 that can also store applications. Plug one of these UFDs into a 
computer, and you can run Mozilla Firefox, Open Office, or even utilize an operating system such Linux. 
 
The cost of a UFD depends upon the number of bytes it can hold. A 64 megabyte UFD used to be considered more 
than enough storage. But as the size of data files has increased, so has the size of UFDs. Fortunately, the prices for 
large storage has dropped considerably. You can pick up a 1 Gigabyte UFD for around $15. A large UFD currently 
available is a 16 Gigabyte that sells for $133 at www.newegg.com. 
 
Finally, your choice of UFD can reflect your individuality. You don't have to settle for the standard gray plastic 
housing. You can buy UFDs that look like twigs http://inhabitat.com/2006/02/08/oooms-twig-usb-drive/ or even ani-
mal characters http://lab.mimoco.com/. 
 
So, if you find you need to transport data files from computer to computer, a UFD is an easy solution. They are 
available anywhere you can buy electronics. 
 
A word of caution. To avoid losing data, be sure to eject a UFD before removing it from the USB port. You can go 
to MyComputer, right click on the UFD device and select eject. Or you can use the Safely Remove Icon on the 
lower right corner of your desktop.

President Bush has requested that all federal agencies make it easier for consumers (the general public) to locate and 
utilize information on federal websites. In some cases a variety of federal agencies have pooled their resources and 
information, and compiled the data in easy to use websites that represent several agencies in one place. Some of 
these integrated federal websites are consumer.gov, recalls.gov, and usa.gov. 
 
Consumer.gov is probably the premier federal website for comprehensive consumer information. The tabs across the 
top of the page lead directly to such consumer topics as food, product safety, health, home & community, money, 
transportation, children, careers & education, and technology. The perimeter of the page contains icons and links 
which directly connect to specific government services.  
 
One of the icons links to “OnGuardOnline” which says, “OnGuardOnline.gov provides practical tips from the fed-
eral government and the technology industry to help you be on guard against Internet fraud, secure your computer, 
and protect your personal information.” There is another link for “Consumer Sentinel” which contains comprehen-
sive information on fighting and preventing fraud and identity theft.  
 
One link that I have personally used and strongly recommend leads to the “National Do Not Call Regis-
try” (donotcall.gov) where you can enter your home and cell phone numbers, and prohibit most telemarketers from 
calling. After activation, if a telemarketer does call, there is a link to enter a complaint, which may lead to a substan-
tial fine against the telemarketer. 
 
You have probably seen a TV commercial hawking free credit reports, but the fine print and disclaimer advises that 
the credit report is only free with a paid subscription to a credit monitoring service. It just so happens that congress 
has required that all Americans are entitled to a genuinely free credit report once a year, without the strings or neces-
sity of paying for a credit monitoring service. This free service is overseen by the Federal Trade Commission 
(ftc.gov), and linked to the consumer.gov website, or can be reached directly at www.annualcreditreport.com. 
 
Many of us have had concerns about our children’s safety while online, and consumer.gov has a linked resource for 
that purpose as well. The FTC has created an online child safety website “Kidz Privacy” which is a childish looking 
website that will appeal to kids of all ages. On this site are resources for kids, adults, the media, and teachers. 
 
We are all faced with higher prices at the gas pump, and we generally do not like it. There are scammers out there 
promoting a variety of miracle products to dramatically improve our gas mileage, but there are also several legiti-
mate tasks we can undertake to save gas. Consumer.gov obliges with an icon linked to a FTC website “Saving 
Money at the Pump”. This is a cute, interactive website with several tips that we may find useful and money saving.

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There is a pandemic of identity theft taking place which is costing our society tens of billions of dollars per year, 
with millions of victims of identity theft annually. Consumer.gov has a link to the central repository of identity theft 
prevention and information services, which is administered by the FTC at www.ftc.gov/idtheft. On this site is a link 
to report identity theft, steps to follow if a victim, information on preventing theft, and other useful resources. 
 
Many of us are inundated with prescreened credit card offers, and invitations to purchase insurance. For those who 
want to reduce or end this unsolicited and often unwanted mail, there is a link to “Prescreened Credit Offers”. On 
this site is information on how these prescreened offers work, and how to stop them. For those who want to stop 
these prescreened offers, the FTC says, “Call toll-free 1-888-5-OPTOUT (1-888-567-8688) or visit 
www.optoutprescreen.com for details.” That website and phone number are operated by the three major consumer 
credit reporting agencies, and they will ask for personal information, but promise that it will be treated confiden-
tially. 
 
Hardly a day goes by where we do not hear on the news about some consumer product or food item being recalled 
for a safety or health reason. Occasionally we also hear about massive automobile recalls to correct some safety de-
ficiency. There is an icon and link on this site to a centralized database on recalls which is continuously updated. 
This connects to a site recalls.gov, which is a joint venture of several government agencies that are involved in con-
sumer recalls. Categories of recalled products include consumer products, motor vehicles, boats, food, medicines, 
cosmetics, and environmental products. What I find especially useful and informative on this website is the list of 
“Recent Recalls”. There are six small windows on the recent recalls page that list the latest recalls from the Con-
sumer Product Safety Commission, Food and Drug Administration (FDA), National Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Department of Agriculture (USDA), and the Coast Guard. 
Personally, I check this site regularly, and sometimes find that I have a recalled product in my house. 
 
Some of the other useful links on the Consumer.gov website are to specialized websites such as ready.gov and 
usa.gov. Ready.gov is a website sponsored by the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) that has resources about 
home and personal safety in a variety of threatening scenarios. Also included on this DHS website is information for 
businesses continuity, and child safety during disasters. USA.gov is the central clearing house for all federal agen-
cies. It uses a simple menu hierarchy that eases the location of desired information. Topics are comprehensive, and 
include such helpful items as government benefits and grants, money and taxes, consumer guides, and many other 
topics. This site can be a good starting point for someone looking for something to do on the internet, 
 
Military personnel and families may find the link to “Military Sentinel” a very useful resource. According to the 
website, www.consumer.gov/military, “Military Sentinel is a project of the Federal Trade Commission and the De-
partment of Defense to identify and target consumer protection issues that affect members of the United States 
Armed Forces and their families.” Included on this website is information on specific identity theft problems faced 
by military families, financial scams against military personnel, and other military specific information. 
 
Other links on Consumer.gov are to the “Consumer Action Handbook”, www.consumeraction.gov, and information 
that the disabled may find helpful at www.disabilityinfo.gov. 
 
The website at Consumer.gov is a goldmine of consumer information that is free for the taking. I suggest that every-
one should periodically visit this website and review any informational resources that may be of personal interest 
and benefit.

Recently, while in a big hurry to get a lot of work done before leaving on vacation, my computer started up with a 
blank screen. No mouse, no images, no text, no error message, no nothing. I had no choice but to just shut it down 
using the on/off switch. I then tried to start it again, this time watching very carefully to see what happened (I was 
getting coffee the first time). It went through the BIOS start (black & white screens with text) OK; then gave a brief 
color flash of the Windows XP logo, then nothing. The hard drive activity light was flashing so I knew the machine 
was trying. I was encouraged by the Windows startup sounds, but never got an image. 
 
I recalled that the evening before I had received a warning from my computer security software that some program 
was trying to make a change to something it thought was a danger. I was in a hurry and I OK’d it without reading it 
thoroughly. Thinking back I decided that perhaps I had OK’d a bad thing that resulted in changing some setting in 
the operating system (Windows XP Home). I then crossed my fingers and tried starting the machine in Safe Mode. 
You do that by turning on the machine and then repeatedly pushing the F8 key until you get the black & white 
screen that lets you select the startup mode. Using the arrow keys I selected Safe Mode and pressed Enter. I lucked 
out and it started in Safe Mode. 
 
Once in Safe Mode I decided to restore the system settings to an earlier point in time  when everything worked cor-
rectly. In Windows XP every time you shut down your computer it takes a snapshot of your operating system set-
tings and saves them into what is called a restore point. If you later install a program or get attacked by a virus that 
alters your system settings such that the machine no longer runs right you can in theory go back to some prior point 
in time when the machine ran correctly and restore the settings to what they were then. That’s called a restore point. 
Note that you have to uninstall the offending program or get rid of the virus before you attempt a restore. Otherwise 
the program or virus will just alter your settings once again. Also note that going back to some prior restore point 
will not delete any files you created and saved after the restore point you select. You won’t lose any data. However, 
I had never tried this before so didn’t quite know what to expect. 
 
In order to get into the routine you do Start, Programs, Accessories, System Tools, System Restore. After clicking 
System Restore you select Restore my computer to an earlier time, and then follow the prompts. The routine lets you 
choose a date you want to restore to. I had to think about that. It ran well the previous day, but that was the day the 
settings were changed. I chose to go back 2 days to be sure I was well before the bad thing occurred. I finished the 
restore procedure and the machine restarted perfectly. It turned out to be a really good use of the restore point fea-
ture in XP. 
 
I mentioned above that you must first get rid of whatever changed your settings in the first place before you do the 
restore. If you don’t then you risk that it will simply alter your settings once again and you’ll be right back where 
you were with a sick machine. In my haste to fix my computer I didn’t take that corrective action, so when it re-
started the malware once again tried to alter my settings. And once again my security software caught it and pre-
sented a warning. Being a bit smarter this time I clicked on Deny instead of Allow (OK). After the machine came up 
running properly I used my security software (Zone Alarm Security Suite) to do a full system scan for any malicious 
software. It did indeed find one bad thing (in addition to several spyware items), which I told it to remove. I guess 
that was it because I have had no more trouble. No, I can’t tell you exactly what the offending malicious software 
was because I didn’t write it down, and I have slept since then.

If you know someone’s telephone number, how hard would it be to find that person? Well, with Internet resources, it 
couldn’t be easier. Type any telephone number into the Google search bar and you will quickly be given the name 
and address that relates to that number. Even a bit scarier is the fact that right next to the name and address is the 
word “map”. Just click on that word and the location in question is marked with a big green arrow on a detailed map. 
One more click and you can see the building with that address from a satellite view. 
 
I say this is scary because it is. This information may be put to good use by friends and relatives, but in the hands of 
a stalker or a criminal, it can be highly dangerous. Imagine how easy it would be to find a woman who lives alone in 
a rural area. Or think about a child who might innocently give out their telephone number and have a pervert be able 
to find their exact location so easily. 
 
If you think that you are exempt from this because you have an unlisted or unpublished number, think again. Google 
states, ”Our phone and address listings are gathered by a third party provider, which collects telephone directories 
and other public records available elsewhere on the web.” It is the “other public records” that might get your tele-
phone number into these listings. They use everything from public utility records, court records, and property re-
cords, to business records. I was able to easily find the names and addresses of several people who have unlisted 
telephone numbers. 
 
Because of privacy complaints, Google has initiated a way to be removed from this reverse telephone lookup. Just 
search for your telephone number in google and click on the link with your name. You will be taken to another page 
with an obvious removal link. Yet, if you want to remove your name and address from the entire Web, you should 
be prepared to settle in for a long, tedious task. Removing my telephone number from Google was easy. Unfortu-
nately, I quickly found more than a dozen other places that had my telephone number listed including Yahoo, 
InfoSpace, Intelius, AnyWho,  and addresses.com. Each one of these has a different method for removing your name 
and number, and often the process is quite convoluted. At Yahoo, there was an obvious “Remove my Listing” link. 
But the link went to the Yahoo help pages, which were not at all helpful. It took me about 30 minutes of searching to

I learned several lessons from this little episode. A good suite of computer security orograms is worth every penny 
you pay for it. Even cautious computer users like me can get caught up in a virus problem. When your security soft-
ware presents a warning you need to pay attention; I won’t be so quick to click on Allow in the future. Finally, the 
System Restore feature in Windows XP is worth its weight in owl feathers. It is easy to use and very effective under 
the right circumstances.

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find the correct removal link. (http://phone.people.yahoo.com/py/psPhoneSupp.py) 
 
Although most of the major search sites did not have listings for cell phones, I found that I could get the names and 
addresses for many cell phones numbers at Intelius for just $14.95. Getting your name and address out of Intelius is 
even more complicated than removing it from some other websites. To opt out of Intelius they require that you fax 
them a copy of your driver’s license or a notarized form proving your identity. 
 
Even if you take the time to eliminate your name and address from all the directories that you find today, you might 
appear in some new directory tomorrow. Yet, if you want to guard your privacy, it may be worth the effort to elimi-
nate yourself from as many of the directories as possible. It may also be time to realize that a simple thing like a tele-
phone number can now lead to more personal identification than you ever imagined. Perhaps we need to start guard-
ing our telephone number as carefully as we do our social security number.

Back in the mid 1800’s, when the first practical typewriter was built, inventor C.L. Sholes arranged the keys in the 
QWERTY layout for a practical reason. He had to separate the most common letters to prevent the hammers from jam-
ming. So many people knew that layout that although it was no longer necessary, it was maintained with the advent of 
electric typewriters. A much better (in terms of ease-of-learning and speed-of-typing) is the Dvorak keyboard layout de-
veloped in the 1920's. It puts the most commonly used keys under your eight “home” fingers. Once millions of people 
started with computers using the old QWERTY layout, better alternatives were doomed. Changing to a new keyboard 
layout involves the most difficult of human learning tasks. The technical term from memory researchers is “proactive 
interference.” That means an old memory (such as an old cell phone number you used before) interferes with your abil-
ity to learn a new memory (your new cell number). In layman’s terms the most difficult task is to unlearn something you 
know well in order to learn something new. That is why we standardize some procedures, such as operating a standard 
transmission in a car. You will never find a car with the brake on the left pedal and the clutch on the right pedal, and you 
already know the gear-shift sequence and location. Airplane pilots will always find the altimeter in the middle of their 
visual field. 
 
I’ve been a fan of and using Microsoft Windows for some time, starting with Windows 2.0 in 1989. There are surely 
many people who have been using it longer than I have, although I have not yet met one. For most of those years, Micro-
soft advertised the strength and beauty of following the Windows format. Using its standard Graphical User Interface 
(GUI), all programs would have the same look and feel. Learn one program and you could quickly learn to navigate 
around in any similar software. Microsoft required that look and feel, with common menu items, before it allowed a pro-
gram to have the Windows logo. That was a giant advance from the haphazard layout and menu systems of early DOS 
programs. As a college professor and software teacher, the advantages for student learning and computer novices were 
quite obvious. 
 
Now we have Office 2007. I suspect that if Corel (Word Perfect) had released that office suite, Microsoft would have 
denied them the right to use the Windows logo. The common Windows GUI was thrown out in Word and Excel. Tradi-
tional menu items were removed, unfamiliar icons and menus appeared, and familiar processes were moved to obscure 
places. The better you were at using earlier versions, the more you will have to first unlearn to use Office 2007. The 
brake pedal is on the left, first gear is on the right, and the altimeter is hidden behind the co-pilot. I am a power user of 
Microsoft Office.  Actually, I used to be a power user. Now I must constantly go to the help menu (sorry, it is not a 
menu any more) to find the location of even the most basic procedures. I know how to do them; I just don’t know where 
they are. It is time consuming and frustrating. There are some really nice features in Office 2007. One of them, unfortu-
nately, is not “make it like the earlier versions.”

Roxio Easy Media Creator 10 Suite 
When I bought my first CD writer it came with a version on Roxio LE. After using it to rip MP3s and burn CDs I up 
graded to the full version and have used it ever since. I am not one to upgrade every time a vendor announces a new 
release, so I tend to stick with the older versions that do everything I need done. However in the case of Roxio, I up-
graded several times and, in fact, was using version eight which did everything I needed. However, when I was of-
fered the chance to review Roxio Easy Media Creator Suite 10, I went for it. 
 
The first thing I noticed is that it no longer comes on a CD. It is now distributed on a DVD and the other minimum 
system requirements are: 

• Windows Vista with 1.6 GHz Intel processor, 512 MB RAM 
• Windows XP with 500 MHz processor or faster; 128 MB RAM  
• 1 GB of free hard disk space for typical installation of all components  
• 1024x768, 16-bit color graphics card  
• DirectX 9 or higher compatible sound card and graphics card  
• Windows Media Player 10 or higher  
• Microsoft Internet Explorer 6 or higher  
• DVD-ROM drive is required to install the software  
 

The suggested retail price is $99.00 dollars; however I did find it on the internet for $99.00 with a $20.00 mail in 
rebate thus bringing the price down to $79.00. 
 
Like any kid with a new toy, I was anxious to install and start using the program. The install, although lengthy, took 
almost forty-five minutes including registration and was fairly straight forward. The first time I started the program I 
was shocked to discover everything I knew about the program was out the window. The interface and menus had all 
been changed. Once I played with the program for a few minutes, I quickly discovered my way around and was able 
to once again rip and burn CDs, create panoramas, produce quality slide shows. 
 
Roxio Easy Media Creator 10 Suite also some neat new options like Back on Track, a backup and disaster recovery 
feature, and the ability to copy & convert videos. The old stand bys have been updated, improved with clearer more 
concise directions. 
 
This is a product that I believe has value for the buck and I like, use and recommend this product.

Microsoft’s Office 2007 is the perfect suite of applications and is suited to all types of users. Office will aid you in 
being more productive and allow your documents, spreadsheets and presentations to be professional and attractive. 
Different versions of Office 2007 include different applications, from the Basic version with Word, Excel, and Out-
look, to an Enterprise version including everything. This variety of suites may seem overkill but it provides an Of-
fice suite in complexity and price range for anyone. I have been using Microsoft Office Professional since Office 95. 
The only version that I skipped was Office 2000 and I still used it on the CRUG computers. After finishing my last 
Word 2003 class in late November I upgraded to Office 2007 Professional. It includes Word, Excel, PowerPoint, 
Outlook, Access and Publisher. 
 
I personally use Word and Outlook extensively and also use Excel and Access for particular tasks and PowerPoint 
for meeting presentations and classes. Because of my love of Microsoft Word I don’t often use Publisher. I tend to 
try to use Word, if at all possible, but find myself occasionally needing to use Publisher for those tasks that are very 
graphically oriented. 
 
I will be reviewing Office 2007 in steps through CRUG’s monthly newsletters. This month I discuss the Office suite 
in general and Outlook 2007. In following months I will take a deeper look at Word, Excel, PowerPoint and Access. 
In November we published a review of Publisher 2007 so I will not discuss that application. 
 

The Ribbon 
The first thing you notice with Office 2007 is the completely new user interface. The new Ribbon interface is really 
attractive and provides a totally new look. After the initial shock and adjustment period I found the Ribbon quite in-
tuitive. It gives past users the chance to improve productivity but will really benefit new users. No more searching 
through layers of drop down menus to find commands. 
 
 
 
 
The new Ribbon interface which replaced the drop down menus and toolbars in Word, Excel, PowerPoint and Ac-
cess can seem confusing at first, as anything new can be. But the Ribbon provides quick access to program features.  
It organizes commands into logical groups on tabs relating to a type of activity. Some tabs appear only when needed 
like the Picture Tools tab, shown when a picture is selected. When a picture is selected a new tab appears at the far 
right with Picture Tools above the line of tabs. 
 
When a tab is selected the Ribbon becomes a graphical presentation of the program commands in that group. This 
means that commands are readily available and noticeable. It is easy to see things you may never have know existed 
or just thought were too much trouble to find. 
 
The main Outlook application window does not use the new Ribbon interface. However, the Ribbon is used in Out-
look’s content creation windows. I wish that Microsoft had carried the Ribbon interface through all Office applica-
tions. 
 
The biggest problem I had with the Ribbon interface was finding the old File drop down menu commands. The new 
Office Button replaces the File drop down menu and Options dialog. Clicking the button in at the top left of the ap-

plication window opens a new drop down menu.  From the menu you can create a new document, open 
an existing document and save or print the current document. It also provides a list of recently accessed 
documents. The Options dialog box is accessed from the menu. 
 

File Formats 
The default file formats for Word, Excel, and PowerPoint are XML formats but it is easy to select the option to 
maintain compatibility with Office 2003 applications. The new file name extensions add an "x" or an "m" to the file 
name extensions used in earlier versions of Office. The "x" signifies an XML file with no macros, and the "m" signi-
fies an XML file containing macros. 
 
The XML file formats reduce file size, offer ease of information transfer between applications and automate format-
ting changes across libraries of documents. For individual users like me the compatibility with Office 2003, on my 
desktop computer, can outweigh the loss of some new features. I select the file format depending on how and where 
I will use a particular file. And I have downloaded and installed the file convertors on my Office 2003 computer so I 
can open Office 2007 files. 
 
Office XML Formats automatically compress files using zip compression to store documents. To open a file, it is 
automatically unzipped. When you save a file, it is automatically zipped again.  XML files are modular with differ-
ent data components separate allowing files to be opened even if a component within the file is corrupted. This can 
be a true life saver when working with a complex document. Another advantage of Office 2007 new formats is pro-
tecting privacy by controlling personal information. Just Remove hidden data and personal information before shar-
ing a document. 
 

Save as PDF 
Now you can save as a PDF or XPS file right from most 2007 Office applications. You do have to download and 
install the add-in. This little bit of time and effort is well spent. Although I was surprised that it was not an integral 
part of Office 2007. 
 
I use PDF for the email newsletters and sharing many files. So the ability to convert and save my Office documents 
to PDF without an additional application was one of the most important features in Office 2007 for me. I like to use 
PDF because it ensures the file remains as I created it when viewed online or printed. Another benefit is that the file 
and data in it cannot be easily changed. 
 
You can save your files in PDF but still need a PDF reader installed 
on your computer to view it. And after you save a file as PDF, you 
cannot use Office applications to make changes directly to the PDF 
file. Unless you have a PDF application on your computer you will 
need to make changes to the original file in the Office 2007 applica-
tion program where you created it and save the file again as PDF. 
 
To save a file created in Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Outlook, and Ac-
cess, click the Microsoft Office Button, select Save As, and then click 
PDF or XPS. Type a name for the file and click PDF in the Save as 
type list. 
 
The Publish as PDF or XPS dialog box contains a section for optimi-
zation. Here you choose  depending on whether file size or print qual-
ity is more important. For high print quality, click Standard

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(publishing online and printing). If print quality is less important than file size, click Minimum size (publishing 
online). Make any option selections and then click Publish in the Publish as PDF or XPS dialog box. 
 
Publisher 2007 does not have the new Ribbon interface. So to save as PDF in Publisher 2007, click Publish as PDF 
or XP on the File drop down menu. Type in a name in the File name list, and click PDF in the Save as type list and 
save as with other Office applications. 
 

Easy Formatting 
I appreciate the ease with which Office 2007 aids in formatting documents so that they are professional looking. 
Choosing formatting options has never been easier. Included with the new Ribbon interface are features letting you 
see different formats before actually making a change.  Mouse over a formatting option, such as font, size, color, 
highlight or style and the selected text changes so that you immediately see the effect. Click to make the change or 
move the mouse pointer away to continue without making a change. With Quick Styles and Document Themes, you 
can quickly change the appearance of text, tables, and graphics throughout a document to a preferred style or color 
scheme. 
 

Themes and Styles 
It is easy to format an entire document with a professional look by applying a theme. Each document theme has a set 
of formatting choices including colors, fonts and effects. Word, Excel, and PowerPoint contain predefined document 
themes, but you can create custom themes. After creating a personalized document, you can save it as a custom 
document theme. Document themes are shared across Office programs so Office documents can have a uniform ap-
pearance. 
 
Styles are another important method for creating unified documents. In Word 2007, you can apply a specific style 
quickly in the Styles group, or choose a set of styles that work together to create a document designed to suit a spe-
cific purpose. A set of Quick Styles can include styles for different heading levels, body text, and title. The style col-
ors and formats in each set are designed to be used together to create an attractive professional document. Again you 
see the effect of changing a style set by mousing over its name in the Quick Styles gallery. 
 
In Excel you can apply several formats in a single step ensuring cells have consistent formatting by using a cell 
style. The cell style defines formatting characteristics, likes fonts, font sizes, number formats, cell borders, and cell 
shading. Cell styles are based on the document theme so switching to another theme changes the cell styles. 
 
PowerPoint has Quick Styles for graphics including edges, shadows, line styles, gradients, and 3-D perspectives. 
Quick Styles are displayed in a thumbnail in the Quick Style galleries. Mousing over a Quick Style thumbnail shows 
how the Quick Style affects the SmartArt graphic or shape. SmartArt Styles affect an entire SmartArt graphic, but 
Shape Styles affect only the selected shape. 
 

Outlook 2007 
I have used Outlook for my primary email since I first used Office 95. The benefit of having one location for email, 
contacts, calendar and notes made the choice easy. Then as the security improved through each successive version it 
was impossible to even consider anything else. 
 
Outlook 2007 has everything required to manage time and information. When first opening Outlook 2007 it doesn’t 
look as different as the other Office applications. You still see the multiple pane window used in Office 2003.  Out-
look does not have the new Ribbon interface so you still use the drop down menu system in the main application 
window.  A new addition in right hand pane is the To-Do Bar. I really like this feature. I always had Outlook open to 
the calendar but with Outlook 2007 I open Outlook to Mail and can still see my appointments on the To-Do Bar. It

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includes a Date Navigator, Appointments sec-
tion, Task Input Panel and task list. I leave all 
of these on but you can turn anything except 
the task list off. This provides additional space 
for your tasks. The default To-Do bar gives a 
view of the current month and upcoming ap-
pointments and tasks. I find this sufficient for 
my use but you can resize it to see more than a 
single month. 
 
Although the Ribbon interface is not used in 
the main Outlook 2007 window it is used in 
sub or working windows. So when composing 
a new message or appointment you see a win-
dow with Ribbons. 
 
 
I use Bcc a lot so the message is sent to that recipient, but their name is not visi-
ble to other recipients. It is a nice practice to get into so that you are not spread-

ing friends 
email ad-
d r e s s e s 
around to 
others. I 
would have 
liked the 

Bcc box to be visible in the default Outlook settings or at least a box to add Bcc. However it is not difficult to add. 
While creating a new message select the Options tab and in the Fields group click Show Bcc. This is also where you 
can select to show the From field if you want it to show when creating a message. 
 
A useful new feature in Outlook 2007 is Instant search. Outlook uses the Windows Vista search technology so 
search results show as soon as they are found while the search is still running. Instant Search is available through a 
search box at the top of each Outlook task (Mail, Calendar, Tasks, Contacts, etc.). The Search utility is so quick and 
accurate that I might not have to create as many mail folders. 
 
However, I doubt that my use of Outlook’s Folders or Categories will change. With Outlook 2007 it is still easy to 

create folders to organize email messages. I like to keep email sorted 
in separate folders. That way I can easily back up my critical email 
more frequently. I also use categories to organize my mail, calendar, 
contacts and tasks. Assigning contacts to categories makes it simpler 
to select recipients for a particular email. I generally like to individu-
ally select recipients for most of my email. However I still use email 
distribution lists occasionally. 
 

Categories 
The new Color Categories give a visual way to distinguish items 
from one another. I still prefer defining my own categories but ap-
preciate the new color coding of each category. This makes it easy to

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locate information. Add the same category to email, calendar, and task items to easily locate all items in that cate-
gory. The color coding makes it easy. To assign a category just select an item, right click it, point to Categorize and 
click the Category. When you need to find the information, you can search and sort by Category. 
 

Security 
Even though Outlook 2007 contains junk email and phishing protection I still use a security application that scans 
my email for viruses, spam and phishing.  However, the Outlook 2007 junk email filter sorts out most unwanted 
email and contains new protection against phishing. Messages caught by the junk email filter are moved to the Junk 
E-mail folder. So remember to review the messages in the folder occasionally to be sure that they are not legitimate 
messages. If they are, move them back to the Inbox by marking them as not junk or dragging them to any folder. 
 
When you open or preview a message, the computer downloads the external content so any pictures can be dis-
played or the sound played. Junk email senders often use the downloading of external content to verify a email ad-
dress as valid so they can add it to their spam list. 
 
Another way Outlook protects you is by disabling links within email messages. You have the choice to approve 
them. Outlook also warns you from within the email message of potentially malicious sites. The default settings 
block links to external content like pictures or sounds, in HTML messages. The links are references to an external 
location on the Internet. When images and other suspicious content are prevented from loading you can choose to 
allow it. Just click the warning message at the top of the message to see options for downloading the attached pic-
tures and managing other security settings. 
 
If you click Change Automatic Download Settings from a suspicious 
email message, the Trust Center opens so you can define which types 
of content to permit. The strictest settings are on by default. The 
Trust Center is also accessed from the Tools drop down menu. The 
Trust Center shows security and privacy settings for Office 2007 pro-
grams. 
 
As another security precaution Outlook does not allow you to receive or send files of certain types as attachments. 
These types of files could potentially introduce a virus. This can be a problem if you want to send or receive a 
blocked file. When that is necessary change the file extension to one not blocked. Then add instructions in the mes-
sage about renaming the file to the original file extension. Another option is to zip the files before attaching them. 
 

Preview Attachments 
Another neat addition in Outlook 2007 is the ability to preview attachments in the Reading pane right along with 
email text. If you subscribe to RSS feeds you can also read them within Outlook. To preview an attachment in a 
message without opening it, click it in the Reading Pane. 
 

Conclusions 
After a month of using Office 2007 I am very impressed with the suite of applications. I have not used all of the 
separate applications in depth but did open some of my files in each program. Converting to the new XML format or 
maintaining compatibility with Office 2003 was simple. 
 
The new Ribbon interface in most of the Office 2007 applications is not only attractive but extremely user friendly. 
It provides an easy to understand grouping of commands in tabs. The graphic display of the commands provide for 
ease of use. Beyond the look of the new interface Office applications themes and styles make it a straightforward 
task to create attractive and professional looking documents. The new features allowing for quick preview of format-

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ting changes before applying them is a superb tool. Now with a simple movement of the mouse you can see your file 
with an all new look. 
 
Office 2007 offers improvements in computing security by easily allowing you to remove personal data from your 
documents prior to sharing them. Or use the Mark as Final command to make a document read only so others cannot 
modify it. 
 
Another of the many improvements that I specifically want to mention is the ability to save documents from Office 
within applications to PDF. This feature is a true benefit to all users. Although I have PDF file generation applica-
tions on both of my computers it is still a time savings to create a PDF file right in Office. I was disappointed that I 
had to download an add on to get this capability. 
 
I think that Office 2007 is a great suite of office applications and that with the various versions available it should be 
accessible to most.

Every year my husband and I attend the Consumer Electronic (CES) in Las Vegas to see the latest and greatest high tech gadg-
ets. This year didn't disappoint. We found everything from a Leggett & Platt's $20,000 Starry Night bed with an HDTV projec-
tor, pop-up speakers, snoring sensors, iPod dock, automatic lighting system, and breathing pattern monitor to a General Motors 
Chevy Tahoe prototype car that drove itself. While I don't expect this GM prototype to make it to market anytime soon, some 
of the technology that it is built in will evolve and is sure to find its way into our future automobiles.  
 
We also found a few more down-to-earth gadgets and gizmos. In fact, there were several devices that you may want to check 
out for your own gaggle of high tech products. For instance, if you hate cleaning the gutters, the iRobot Looj has you covered. 
This robotic gutter cleaner cleans a 60-foot section of gutter in just 10 minutes. Yes, you must use a ladder to place it in posi-
tion, but you don't have to move the ladder multiple times as you do in regular gutter cleaning. The demos looked marvelous. 
iRobot also have robotic vacuum cleaners and floor scrubbers.  
 
Although we have been hearing about wireless technologies for what seems to be ions, this year some of that wireless technol-
ogy became mainstream. Wireless speakers, which up to now were feeble and erratic, have finally found their voice. The Grif-
fin Evolve is a great example. It is a compact speaker system for an iPod. It has two wireless speaker cubes that can be placed 
in any room in the house. It sounds great and is also easy to use. At about $300, this is a great solution to distribute music from 
your iPod throughout the house.  
 
While prices of technology gadgets continue to drop, it seems that ink for that inexpensive ink jet printer often costs more than 
the printer itself. Well, thanks to Kodak, this trend may be coming to an end. The new Kodak printers are said to use 50% less 
ink and ink cartridges are reasonably priced at $15 for color and $10 for black.  
 
Polaroid, another well-known name in photography has also released a breakthrough product. Their new inkless printer is made 
for printing pictures from a cell phone or digital camera. Not only does the printer use Bluetooth wireless technology, but it 
uses special paper that is embedded with 100 billion colored dye crystals. The colors appear when the printer applies heat 
pulses to the paper. This ink-less technology is called Zink, for zero ink. The 2-inch-by-3-inch prints cost about 30 cents each 
and the printer sells for $150, which is not bad for cutting-edge technology.  
 
Although computers are not the focus of the CES show, there were many computer manufacturers showing their wares. 
Lenovo, the Chinese company who bought IBM's PC division three years ago has previously focused on their ThinkPad busi-
ness laptops, but this year they introduced a line of consumer laptops called IdeaPads. These include facial recognition technol-
ogy. Lenovo, Sony, and others will follow Dell's lead with the introduction of laptops in a variety of bright colors.  
 
Bright colors were the norm at the show. There were MP3 players, cell phone, and gadget covers in every color imaginable. 
There were red and blue ladybug-shaped iPod speakers and speakers that pulsated to the beat in vibrating, changing colors. 
There was even pink CAT-5 networking cable, whose purchase supports the National Breast Cancer Foundation.  
 
Oh, and you can expect to be even more confused by television display technologies in the future. Sony's $2500, 11-inch Or-
ganic light Emitting Diode (OLED) was small but clearly better than anything else on the market today..... and it was only as 
thick as 3 credit cards. Mitsubishi's laser television was also a dramatic improvement. Samsung and Sharp announced backlit 
LCD televisions. While these technologies may take awhile to go mainstream, other manufacturer's announced Internet-
enabled televisions that are sure to appear quite quickly. For instance, the Sharp Aquos Net television displays small icons 
called widgets that showed news, weather, and traffic data from the Internet right on the television screen. Also next year, 
when digital television goes mainstream you will see digital TV broadcasting in a variety of devices including cell phones, 
cars, buses, and anything else they can possible think of. One car at the show already had TV's in every door and drop-down 
television screens for every passenger.  
 
While we may not all be interested in watching television all the time, we will find some of these new technologies making our 
lives just a little more pleasurable in the future.

Does your computer boot-up or run slow? Maybe there are too many programs running in the back 
ground. Let us do the following check first. 
 
Hold your CTRL & ALT buttons and press the DELETE button. 
Click on the PERFORMANCE tab, is your CPU Usage running more than 10% or is your Physical Mem-
ory being in total use? 
 
Go to START then RUN, type in “msconfig” which stands for Microsoft System Configuration. In Win-
dows VISTA you can find RUN in the ACCESSORY folder under PROGRAMS. 
 
The System Configuration Utility windows will come up. 
 
First go to the upper right tab labeled STARTUP, here you will see the list of items that load during 
startup. Of course some you want, some you don’t. In the first column labeled STARTUP ITEM gives a 
very rough idea to what it is referenced too, but the second column labeled COMMAND, is much more 
useful. Too read it better, widen the column out by holding your mouse symbol over the vertical line lo-
cated before the next column label. A double arrow will appear, then hold down left mouse button and 
move it to the right. This information tells you where it is located and in some cases which program is us-
ing it. Uncheck those in question, you can put them back in later if you need too. Do not uncheck you 
Antivirus or Spyware programs. 
 
Next go to the tab on top labeled SERVICES, this show all of the programs running now. You do not what 
to uncheck those labeled Microsoft under the MANUFACTURER column, so to start off, lets put a check 
mark in the box below labeled “Hide all Microsoft Services”. 
 
Now while you are reviewing the other programs running in the background note the forth column labeled 
STATUS. If it says STOPPED, then don’t worry about it. We just want to stop the strange ones that are 
RUNNING. You can uncheck those that you are not familiar with, here again you may bring them back in 
later. 
 
After un-checking all those items under tabs STARTUP & SERVICES, then click on APPLY and CLOSE.  
 
The System Configuration Utility will now ask you to RESTART (or Boot) your computer. 
 
After restarting a window will come up stating System Configuration Utility has been changed, be sure to 
put a check mark in the bottom left (labeled “Don’t show this message or launch …..”) before clicking OK. 
 
If you improved your operation of your computer, you can put back in the items one at a time until you find 
the program that was slowing you down.

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TV OTV ONN  YYOUROUR  PC {A PPC {A PRODUCTRODUCT  RREVIEWEVIEW}}

I just received a Pinnacle PCTV.HD Ultimate Stick and the first question to be answered is what is it.? 
This is a USB device that lets you enjoy live both High Definition and Standard Definition TV on your 
PC anytime and anywhere. This ultra-portable USB 2.0 tuner stick has an integrated Flash Personal 
Video Recorder (FlashPVR) which allows you to record up to 2 hours of TV directly to the stick to be 
played back on any PC. My unit also came with a portable antenna, mini remote control, 2 CDs, USB 
extension cable, A/V input adapter for hookup to a cable system, a quick start manual, batteries for the 
remote and a leather carrying pouch so you can take it all with you when you travel. The price from 
Pinnacle System is $129.99 but I would not be surprised if its street pricing was a little less. 
 
Because I know working with video on computers can tax the computers resources to its limits, the first 
thing I did was to check the system requirements to see if my computer would work. The minimum re-
quirements are Windows XP with SP2 or Vista, Intel Pentium M 1.3 GHz or equivalent, XP, needs 256 
Ram (512 recommended) and Vista needs 512 (1GB recommended), a free USB port, sound and graph-
ics controller with support for DirectX 9, 20 GB of free hard drive space and a CD or DVD drive. 
 
After opening the package and checking to make sure all items were included, I scanned the quick start 
guide to see if their was anything special I should be aware of during installation. The only thing note 
worthy was the instruction saying if the Windows hardware wizard appears, cancel out of this screen 
and continue to the next step. 
 
I was quite anxious to install this because as it turns out my wife and I leave tomorrow on a small 4 day 
trip and this will give me / us the opportunity to test the unit out. Always make sure you are logged in 
with administrator rights. The installation was painless. The only thing that needed special attention 
was when the Windows installation wizard found new hardware appeared, I had to cancel. The next 
screen required the usual name and serial number for registration. The nice touch here was most of the 
information including the serial number was pre-entered for me. When finished you were issued a cus-
tomer ID number and offered a chance to print the screen for you records, another nice touch. Next I 
was presented with a setup screen that showed me how to connect the supplied antenna, a standard an-
tenna or the cable. The next button took me to the page that automatically scans the airways for what is 
available in your area. My system found several radio shows, fifteen digital shows and ten analog 
shows. Once the scan is finished you can organize the channels, by dragging and dropping them into 
“My Favorite TV Channels” list once complete the TV program starts. 
 
Once the program is running you have are presented with on screen controls that allow you pick TV or 
radio, use the program guide, change channels, play, pause , record and all the standard “TiVo” type 
features. The thing that surprised me the most was the cute and tiny but fully functional remote control. 
 
The trip went well. The system worked as well as could be expected from my laptop which had the 
minimum system requirements. My wife and I enjoyed watching TV on our trip and I plan to install 
this on my better configured system. We would recommend this product for any who travels or just 
really likes to have the convenience of TV on their computer.
